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The federal government estimates that 46 million Americans, including 8.3
million children, lack health coverage of any for kind for an entire year. Ad-
ditional research shows that tens of millions more Americans go without
health coverage for shorter periods of time.

For the fifth consecutive year during the week of April 23 through 29, the
Greater Kansas City Cover the Uninsured Coalition in conjunction with
the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation is working to keep this issue in the
public eye.

The coalition's goals include:

Developing sustainable partnerships that can continue to work to-
ward coverage for the uninsured

Educating the Kansas City community about the problem of the un-
insured. In Missouri 707,000 people or 12.6 percent of the popula-
tion do not have health insurance. In Kansas, 297,000 or 11.1 per-
cent are without health insurance.

Providing access to existing insurance programs
Connecting the uninsured to available health-related services

During the past five years, the coalition has organized health fairs, pre-
sented health coverage seminars for small business, created a health re-
source directory, has launched awareness campaigns through churches,
schools and the media, and helped provide free eyeglasses to Kansas City
school children in need.

MC+ www.meplus.org
MC+ is Missouri’s health insurance program for families. The program helps families that can’t
pay for their own health insurance. It also helps families that can't get insurance through their
work or afford private insurance. Eligible include low-income parents, pregnant women and
children under the age of 19 who are US citizens or Legal Permanent Residents and who meet
the income guidelines. For most families, MC+ is provided at no cost to them. Families with
higher incomes may have to pay a premium. There are no deductibles or co-payments.

MC+ applications in English, Spanish, Bosnian, and Vietnamese can be accessed at
www.dss.mo.gov/meplus/appl.htm or contact your local Family Support Division office listed
below and ask them to send you an application or stop by and pick one up.

MC+ ADVOCACY PROJECT

Legal Aid of Western Missouri has an MC+ advocacy project whose sole mission is to help
those who are applying for MC+ or enrolled in MC+ to get and keep their benefits. This may
include assistance with the initial application or reinvestigation process or representation when
an application is rejected or a case is terminated. The Project can also help clients through the
appeals process if one of the four health plans denies coverage for certain medical services.
Legal Aid also accepts many other types of cases for representation, including adult Medicaid,
housing, Social Security, defense for Municipal Court offenses, and domestic (including Orders
of Protection and divorces) cases. If you need help with your MC+ case or if you have other
legal issues, you should call Legal Aid at (816) 474-6750 to complete an intake interview.
